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Q My husband and I are recently 
married and are looking to 

buy our first home. We have heard 
that we should purchase it as joint 
tenants with right of survivorship but 
are unsure what that means. Can 
you explain what that means and 
if we should purchase our home as 
such.

A Flor ida law states that you 

ca n own p roper t y  i n  one 

of three ways. The first being, as 

tenants in common. This means that 

each owner owns a percentage 

independent of the other owner. 

Therefore, i f  one owner pas ses 

away their interest goes by descent 

and does not automatical ly get 

swal lowed up by the other co -

tenant.

The second way to own property 

i s as jo int tenants with r ights of 

survivorship. This means all owners 

own interests in the property that 

cannot be divided and if one owner 

dies the other owners take over the 

deceased persons share. 

Finally, there is ownership as tenants 

by the entireties. This is a husband 

and wife whom purchase property 

jointly with joint ownership. Therefore, 

when one dies the other takes over 

the deceased share. 

As a result, your husband and yourself 

should purchase and will purchase it 

as tenancy by the entireties and that 

is what it will state on your deed. 

Although wording it as joint tenants 

with right of survivorship has the 

same effect it just leaves out the 

married aspect of your relationship.
